I find that the Town of Huntington has met
its burden under the Blight Law and deem the premises as blighted. Accordingly, IT IS
HEREBY RECOMMENDED THAT;

The large structure behind the house, 2 car garage or stables be demolished and that
all material from such demolition be cleaned and cleared away. IT IS FURTHER
RECOMMENDED;

The shed and any other minor structure not attached to the main structure be
demolished and the material from such demolition be cleaned and cleared away. IT IS

The decorative pillars on the house which are no longer attached nor supporting the
main structure be removed.

The Town is authorized to place the costs and charges of the above on the Real
Property Tax Bill of the subject premises.

The Town should take the appropriate steps to safeguard and make the lot safe from
the general public.
