REPAIR PROGRAM

The Home Maintenance/Repair
Program provides minor household
repairs to seniors who reside in the
Township of Huntington and are at
least 60 years of age and home
owners. This service 1s available to
homeowners whose living space
need minor repairs (no structural
repairs). Priority is given to those
seniors who are frail, low mcome,
minority, and handicapped to help
them live independently in their
homes. Residents are responsible for
paying for parts and supplies only.
There 1s no charge for labor.

SERVICES INCLUDE:

o Replacing window panes, window
catches, door locks, fuses, switches,
electric plugs and frayed cords

o Installing and repairing screens/
storm windows

o Installing and removing window
air conditioners

o Caulking windows and installing
weather stripping around doors

o Minor plumbing repairs (for ex-
ample: sink drains, faucet
cartridges or washer replacement,
toilet flush mechanisms and toilet

leaks)

o Installing handrails, safety rails, and
grab bars

o Patching walls and ceilings

o Minor repairs of furniture,
mstalling shades and curtain rods,
and tacking down rugs

o Installing Smoke/Carbon
Monoxide Detectors and
changing batteries

o Electronic assistance (for example:
computer, answering machine,
DVD player, etc.)

e Some minor repairs to house
exteriors, which could include
